	In the past, the State of Kansas has used the Federal W-4 form to determine employees

State tax withholding.  As of January 1, 2008, employers in the State of Kansas 

will be required to have their employees complete a withholding tax form (K-4) for

the State of Kansas withholding taxes.  This form can be found on the State of Kansas

website at www.ksrevenue.org and at the search block enter "K-4".

Employees hired after January 1, 2008 MUST complete the new form.  However employees

hired prior to January 1, 2008 are not required to complete a form unless they wish

to adjust their State withholding.  After January 1, 2008, all employees wishing

to adjust their State of Kansas withholding allowance must complete a K-4 form.
